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COMMITMENT CONTRACT
 

C.R.E.A.M. Percussion is an extra-curricular activity, so your participation requires a different level of dedication. There must also be a high level of commitment from students who choose to be a part of the group to be on time to ALL rehearsals and performances.  This will mean rearranging work schedules or other activities. Parents must ensure that students will be on time to all rehearsals and performances.  Unlike sports teams, there is no way of substituting for players who do not attend or do not perform up to standard. Failure to participate continuously will be detrimental to the organization. This will result in increased expenditures to pay the instructors for drill revisions.
 

I. SCHEDULE
I have received the schedule of activities for the year, and I make the commitment to attend all rehearsals and performances. 

 

II. PREPARATION
I make the commitment to come to all rehearsals fully prepared with my instrument/equipment/materials in good working order, a 3 ring binder with sheet protectors containing all sheet music and drill charts, and wearing appropriate clothing and shoes. Failure to do so or attend practice may result in suspension from the line for the next practice/performance or the loss of position.

III. CODE OF CONDUCT
C.R.E.A.M. will do everything possible to see that the organization is 100% drug and alcohol free. Drugs, smoking and alcohol of any kind are not permitted to be used at C.R.E.A.M. rehearsals, camps, functions or on any part of the trips. I understand that if I am found to be in possession or using illegal drugs, I will be turned over to law enforcement and dismissed permanently from the corps with no refund of my membership dues.

In C.R.E.A.M. we are judged by our every word and action. The language I use can sometimes

be offensive. I understand that profanity and harsh words are not allowed at C.R.E.A.M. rehearsals, functions or on internet sites.

 The attitude you bring to and develop in C.R.E.A.M. is very important. The staff will consider your attitude as you audition. We are an organization of many people, not a specific section or individual. We are all working hard and dedicating ourselves to a common goal. In order to achieve that end we must all have the same positive approach.

C.R.E.A.M. believes that how you interact with people is extremely important. Courtesy and manners will be encouraged. C.R.E.A.M. is very fortunate to have many hard-working volunteers. These people put in many long hours for no other reason than for the love of the organization. I will always take the time to thank the people who make all of this possible.
Stealing is illegal and will not be tolerated by C.R.E.A.M. Examples include taking other people

shoes, uniform parts, clothing, wallets, etc. These and any other offenses will result in my

immediate expulsion from C.R.E.A.M.

I will keep my grades at a satisfactory level while I am in C.R.E.A.M. I understand that 

I must keep my grades at a B average. If my grades go below this level I may be moved to a different squad or dismissed from C.R.E.A.M. completely.

My behavior in my home and community reflects directly on my fellow members and my Drum

Corps. I understand that the Corps will work closely with my Parents and that any behavior

deemed unacceptable may be grounds for my suspension or dismissal from the C.R.E.A.M. Drum Corps.

I understand that The Atlanta Youth Coalition and C.R.E.A.M. is a Christian based organization. I understand that trips, practices, performances or other gatherings will be preceded and concluded with a prayer.

The membership dues are only a portion of the cost of the expense of my membership. I agree

that I will pay all dues and other trip fees and will actively participate in fundraisers.

 

IV. ATTENDANCE
I understand that attendance at all rehearsals and performances are mandatory unless prior arrangements have been negotiated. The Percussion Directors may make individual exceptions based on specific circumstances.  If a student misses a rehearsal they must make up the time and the material that was covered in the rehearsal (before the next one and with their section leader or instructor) to be eligible to participate in the next rehearsal/performance. The attendance policy is as follows:

Season Rehearsals and Performances:
A maximum of 3 excused absences will be allowed for rehearsals.  (absence = 1 rehearsal day)

AN EXCUSED ABSENCE MUST BE APPROVED BY THE PERCUSSION DIRECTORS.  SIMPLY TELLING A DIRECTOR THAT YOU WILL BE ABSENT DOES NOT MEAN THE ABSENCE IS EXCUSED. ALL REHEARSALS, PERFORMANCES & COMPETITIONS ARE MANDATORY!!
1 un-excused absence will result in a verbal warning.
2 un-excused absences will result in removal from one line to the next. 

2 un-excused tardies will result in 1 un-excused absence. 
 

NOTIFICATION OF AN ABSENCE (other than illness) MUST BE SUBMITTED TO MR. WILSON, VIA PHONE CALL OR E-MAIL ONE WEEK PRIOR TO THE REHEARSAL (OR EARLIER).  
 

One absence from rehearsal, excused or un-excused, may result in suspension from the percussion section's next performance.

* A parent conference may be needed to regain eligibility.

 

Excused absences are: Illness, death in the family, or professional engagement, (i.e. Musical, School related events, etc.).

Un-excused absences are: Work or homework.
 

If my attendance or behavior jeopardizes the success of the group the directors have the right to withdraw me from the percussion section.
